University of Regina – February 17, 2015
In accordance with Section 90.30 – Conduct and Enforcement: Complaints, Investigation and Discipline Policy of the 2014 Canadian Interuniversity Sport (CIS) Policies and Procedures, we have considered your self-disclosure acknowledging a breach of CIS Regulation 40.30.3.5.3.3, specifically with respect to a student-athlete in the sport of wrestling not being listed on the eligibility certificate through the regular conference season while participating and the request for the addition after the January 30th deadline for additions in this sport.

On Thursday, February 12, 2015, the CIS Eligibility Committee heard the compassionate appeal and supported the student-athlete’s participation in the Canada West Championships due to the fact that the student-athlete is academically eligible and the error was administrative in nature. 
A formal investigation into the matter was not deemed necessary.  

Upon reviewing the Record, I, along with Aubrey Ferris (designate of the CIS President); Chuck Mathies (OUA Representative) and Diane St. Denis (Canada West Representative) confirmed that there were grounds for formal charge; specifically that the University of Regina breached CIS regulations as noted above.  

Pursuant to Policy 90.30.4.11, the breach is considered to be a Level 1 violation. 
Details:

· Canada West Office received a call from the University of Regina administration indicating that they had a 1st year wrestling athlete that has been competing all season and was scheduled to compete in the Canada West Championships the weekend of February 13-15th and that the student-athlete was hoping to qualify for CIS Championships.    
· The athlete has not been listed on the eligibility certificate at all this year. The University of Regina administration indicated it is an administrative oversight and confirmed that the student-athlete is eligible academically.   
· The CIS regulations have a provision that allows for compassionate appeal for additions in the sport of wrestling after the January 30th deadline.
· On Friday, February 13th the CIS Eligibility Committee responded to the University of Regina and ruled that the student-athlete could compete in the Canada West Championship.  The Committee confirmed that not having his name on the eligibility certificate was a result of an administrative error and subject to the CIS Discipline policy.  
Determination:
Upon review of the Record, we believe that the violation was unintentional and not a willful breach of CIS regulations, as such the matter is confirmed for disposition as a Level 1 violation.

In consideration of the above, and as dictated by CIS Policy 90.30.5.1,  the University of Regina is automatically subject to the following sanctions, and which are not subject to appeal:

a) Probation for a period of 24 months, during which time a member may continue to participate in sports, but will be subject to higher level of violation if another violation occurs;
b) Levying a CIS fine of $500;

c) Requiring that the member undertake any procedural, structural or other changes in order to minimize the chance of future violations; and,

d)  The levying of administrative fee of $250 to cover the cost of investigation and process.

The above statements and determinations are made without prejudice and subject to change should subsequently discovered facts or evidence suggest otherwise.
